DEC Recommendations for Homeowners Threatened by Erosion:

1. Move all hazardous substances to a safe location, such as:
a. Home heating fuel tank. (Your supplier may be able to assist)
i. If your tank is above ground, have the fuel pumped out and then move the tank.
ii. If your tank is buried, have the fuel pumped out.
Propane tank. (Your supplier may be able to assist)
Drums and other containers of liquid hazardous substances (used oil, fuels, paints,
varnishes, yard pesticides, typical household cleaning chemicals, etc).
d. Car batteries.

2. Pump septic tank.

3. Remove as much debris and possessions as possible from the threatened area.
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
