A hazard summary lists the types of events that can disrupt a water system and the potential magnitude of the hazards associated with these events. 

Estimated Probability is the average occurrence appropriate to each water system. This could be expressed in events per 100 years; rated as high, medium or low.
Estimated Utility Disruption is the potential severity of the hazard; rated as high, medium or low.
