
 
 
 
 
1. Pre-Rinse, scrape or soak to remove large food 

particles 
2. Wash in a clean hot (110ºF) detergent solution 
3. Rinse in another compartment with warm clear 

water.  
4. Sanitize. For household bleach use 1 tablespoon 

per 5 gallons water. Check solution with 
appropriate test strips.   

5. Air Dry to prevent contamination from towels or 
hands 
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
