RESPONSE ACTION: BPXA has dispatched a vacuum truck to remove the free standing crude ail.

SOURCE CONTROL : The source of the spill was controlled when the valve on the line was closed.

RESOURCESAFFECTED: The gravel pad under and around the well house.

FUTURE PLANS AND RECOMM ENDATIONS: The recovered oil will be recycled. A plan for the removal of
the contaminated gravel will be drafted for agency approval.
